“Our Flag was made by Nuns in Bavaria back in 1960-61 and given to our Verein by Caroline and 
Zeno Schaefer. Very proud of our flag, we always took good care of it. Gloves were always used 
and it was carefully stored in a cabinet made just for that purpose many years ago by Andy See-
fried. In 1978, the flag was taken back to the nuns in Germany by Paula Uebrueck and the center 

was repaired. Twenty five years later, the rest of the flag was falling apart. There are tears and 
small missing pieces, torn trim, etc. So, in 2015 we sent it back to Fahnen Eibl to  

restore what they could.  
 

You have all seen our beautiful renovated Flag. The center was cut out of the 
old flag and placed on a new backing with new edges and trim. We have 

used it many times in the last summer and fall. It’s already been blessed and 
been to a 75th anniversary in Cleveland. 

 
Although our original Flag from Caroline and Zeno is now 56 years old, done 

its duty faithfully, and deserves to be put to rest…I disagree. The beautiful 
stitching done so painstakingly by Nuns in Bavaria, back in 1960-61 cannot 
be just thrown away and forgotten. Here comes the “erhalten” part! I studied 
it, cut it up!...and with some help from Karin Dean, created this shadow box. I 
decided that this was the perfect opportunity to present to our Ehren Mitglied, 
Erwin Rauschendorfer, with a piece of the Flag that was so lovingly donated 
by his dear Aunt Caroline and Onkel Zeno back in 1961. Aunt Caroline had 

placed a note inside the old Flag when it was renovated in 1978 and that note  
  is in this shadow box.” 

 
Congratulations Ehren Mitglied, Erwin Rauschendorfer. Enjoy this piece of family history.
